I now receive Jesus Christ as my Savior, and 
accept Him as Lord of my life. From this moment on, I will 
live for Him. In Jesus’ name, Amen.” 
 
If you have prayed this prayer to receive Jesus Christ 
as your Lord and Savior, then you are now a child of 
God (John 1:12). 
 
It is important that when you receive Christ’s love and  
forgiveness you tell someone about it as soon as possible. 
Tell a pastor and one or two close friends; it will help seal 
this act of faith in your mind and heart.
